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This half term Reception have been excited to explore the topic òUnder the Seaó. 
Their new role-play areas were a big hit! The children have enjoyed buying            
swimming costumes and shells from the beach shop, as well as serving ice creams 
and coffee at the beach café. They have even been creating their own ice cream 
menus!  

We discussed the benefits of recycling and how littering can affect wildlife. The 
children made thoughtful posters to prevent littering around the school. Reception 
were excited to retell the story of ôThe Snail and the 
Whaleõ and create their own story maps. The children 
also enjoyed exploring the story of Michael Recycle and 

created their own recycling superhero. They thought of lots of rhyming words 
when reading ôCommotion in the Oceanõ and worked at creating their own 
rhymes. 

This half-term, the children have been very keen to create their own clay art and 
put their fine motor skills to good use when pinching and rolling out the clay. 
They have shown fantastic creativity and imagination when creating their fruits! 
The children were very proud to exhibit their fruit bowls and clay tiles in the Art 
Gallery.  

In maths we have been consolidating our number bonds to 5 and to 10. The       
children have been practising recalling number bonds to 5 with no visual support, 
including some subtraction facts. This half-term, they have also explored               
mapping and positional language and have particularly enjoyed creating maps of 
the playground and classrooms as well as their own pirate maps!  

The children have explored a lot about moving into Year 1, learning about what 
to expect and talking about what will be different and similar in comparison to                
Reception. This has helped them feel more prepared and confident ahead of the 
transition. They were able to think about questions that they wanted to ask the 
Year 1 pupils and have enjoyed visiting the classrooms, discussing the similarities 
and differences. They enjoyed looking back at some photos from the start of the 

year and seeing how big they have all got. 

What a great time Reception had at the Reception picnic! They loved playing lots of outdoor games and 
playing musical statues together. We were lucky to be able to still go ahead with this, making the most 
of the shade on our school playground in the sunny weather.

Playing in mixed pairs, the children took part in a series of lively and competitive matches. From the first 
rally to the final point, they showed fantastic teamwork, resili-
ence, and determination.

It was a joy to see their confidence grow with each game, and the 
way they supported and encouraged one another was a real high-
light. The day wasnõt just about competition, but about learning, 
improving, and enjoying the experience of representing our school.

This term in Science, Year 3 have been shining 
brightly as we explored the fascinating topic of 
light! We kicked things off by investigating how 
different materials reflect light, using torches to test 
which ones were the most reflective and which 
were not. Putting our new knowledge to the test, 
we designed our own reflective school bags,                
carefully choosing materials and colours that would 
help keep us safe and visible to drivers in the dark.  
 
Next, we discovered the magic of shadows! We 

learned that shadows are formed when light is blocked, and had fun experimenting with different                       
materials to see which ones made the best shadows. We also explored how the position of the light 

source affects the size of a shadowñit was amazing to see how they grew and 
shrank as we moved around. We didnõt stop there! We learned about the                 
dangers of looking directly at the sun and used what weõd learned to design 
and make our own cool sunglasses that 
could protect our eyes. To finish off our 
light-filled adventure, we worked in teams 
to create exciting shadow puppet shows.  
 
We loved watching each otherõs                       
performances and seeing how our puppets 
came to life through light and shadow.  

Year 3 Shines a Light on Science! 

The children have thoroughly enjoyed our topics for this term, ôLocal 
Explorersõ and ôUnder the Seaõ, where they got to listen to stories 
such as ôThe Bus is for Us!õ and ôSomebody Swallowed Stanleyõ. They 
have enjoyed playing in the role play areas, but their favourite was 
the lovely beach café selling ice-creams to their friends.  
 
What a fantastic time Nursery had on their class trip to Hanwell Zoo, 
it was a great success. They got to travel by coach and had a lovely 
tour of the zoo, where they got to meet some of the amazing animals 

and watch feeding time for the Capybara and the Donkeys. 

Time really does fly! As part of the childrenõs preparation and move 
up to Reception in September they were able to spend some time in 
the Reception classes, and meeting their new class teachers was such 
a great experience for them. 

With the weather being so lovely and warm, Nursery have been           
making the most of the outdoor area and have enjoyed having their 
end of morning class story there. The opportunity to hear, join in and 
listen to books outside has been such a rich experience. 

Busy Bees in Nursery: A Summer of Exploration! 



 

As another year comes to an end, the children have been showing us how much they have learnt in 
Mathematics and it is astounding. Over the year, we have continued to push towards explaining answers 
and the method, not just finding the answer, and the children have continued to excel and embrace this 
with open arms.  And, despite the growing temperatures, many classes have also managed get outside, 
though making sure they avoided the worst of the heat!  
 

Up in KS2, Year 6 have been applying all the skills they have accumulated 
across their many years at Grove Park continuing to practise and hone these 
skills so that they arenõt rusty when they arrive at Secondary School.           
Meanwhile, Year 5 have got outside on numerous occasions. They have been 
investigating decimals and negative numbers 
by using number lines and have built on their 
knowledge of multiplying and dividing to               
convert measurements.  They have also applied 
their understanding of data by completing a 
traffic study (in Geography no less!) before 
plotting the data on a graph for comparison 
purposes, really showing how applicable Maths 

is to understanding the world in which we live. 
 

In Year 4, this application was clearly seen 
in learning about coordinates where the 
children played the old classic of 
ôbattleshipsõ to show off their knowledge.  Coordinates not being enough, 
they also used grids to show how objects can be translated and how you 
might draw 2D shapes. Also looking at shapes, Year 3 utilised the                    
playground, as our large chalkboard, showing their great                         
understanding of 2D shape through drawing their own houses!  They also 
got outside to show their super understanding of time, pushing their 
knowledge further to show that even when it is represented through                   
Roman Numerals, they can still read and understand the time!  

 
Elsewhere in KS1, Year 2 have once again been using shape to showcase their knowledge of fractions of 
amounts. Using chalk and the playground as their board, they completed the sharing method, showing 
how they divided the whole numerator by the denominator. As well as this, they used shape to show 
their understanding of turns, coming up with repeating patterns across the playground. In Year 1, the 
children have been applying their knowledge of place value to partition numbers 
into tens and ones and as well as this, they have been looking at repetitive                  
patterns (investigating whether they were colour, shape or both).  
 
Meanwhile, down in Reception the children have been showing a fantastic               
understanding of numbers up to 20 using 10õs frames and multi-link cubes to 
show how they can make the number! 
 
It is clear that we have a brilliant bunch of Mathematicians here at Grove Park, 
and we canõt wait for September to come around so we can see what else they 
can master!

At Grove Park, reading has never been more exciting! Our amazing 
Reading Champions have been busy bringing a touch of magic to our 
school library by transforming it into an Enchanted Forest ñ a place 
where stories truly come to life. 
 
As part of their enchanting plan, the Reading Champions came up 
with the brilliant idea of a Reading River, where each year group's 
favourite books will float along a shimmering stream of imagination.

Students Soar with Stunning Bird Sculptures in Art Class! 
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Amazon Adventures: From Classroom to Kew! 

This term in Geography, Year 3 have 
been diving deep into the fascinating 
world of the Amazon Rainforest. 
Weõve been learning all about the 
different layers of the rainforest, from 
the dark forest floor to the towering 
emergent trees, and discovering the 
incredible biodiversity that calls it 
home.

Grove Park Gets Creative for the Planet  
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This term in Science, Year 2 have been exploring the                        
fascinating topic of floating and sinking, learning how the         
density and buoyancy of different materials can affect whether 
they float or sink in water. 
To bring all of their learning to life, the children took part in a 
special activity afternoon to end the topic with a splash! In 
their final science lesson, the children worked in table groups 
to design and build their own boats using junk modelling                 
materials. They carefully thought about which materials would 
be waterproof, lightweight, and buoyant enough to stay 
afloat. 
 
During the activity afternoon, the excitement bubbled over as 
each group put their boat to the test! There were cheers and gasps as the boats were gently placed in 
the water to see how well they floated. Some boats stayed perfectly upright, while others needed a little 
tweak, but all the children showed great teamwork and enthusiasm. 

 
Afterwards, everyone enjoyed some time playing with water 
toys and trays, experimenting even more with floating and 
sinking in a fun, hands-on way. They also got to have a pic-
nic together on the L, a brilliant way to celebrate their learn-
ing and a wonderful memory for the end of their year togeth-
er. Well done to all of Year 2 for your buoyant boat designs 
and your scientific thinking this term. What a wonderful way 
to end our topic! 

Year 6 Impress at Borough Cricket Competition! 

A huge well done to the 8 Year 6 pupils who represented 
our school at the borough cricket competition earlier this 
term. Facing off against some of the most talented young 
cricketers in the area, our team showed fantastic skill, 
teamwork, and determination throughout the day. 
 
Each match was a test of focus and resilience, but our 
players rose to the challenge brilliantly, playing with                   
confidence and great sportsmanship. Their efforts were                 
rewarded as they battled their way to the quarter finals, a 
fantastic achievement against such strong competition. 
 
Weõre incredibly proud of how they represented the school, both in their performance and their positive 
attitude on and off the pitch.

A Boat-iful Afternoon! 
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This half term in Science, Year 4 have been exploring the topic of                      
animals, including humans. A big focus has been learning all about the 
human digestive system and how it works. After discovering the different 
organs involved and what each one does, we carried out a hands-on        
experiment to help us understand the journey food takes through our 
bodies. 

Our experiment began in the 'stomach,' which we represented using a 
sandwich bag. We placed food inside, then added orange juice to act as 
stomach acid. We learned that the stomach contains enzymes ð special 
substances that break down food so our bodies can absorb useful                
nutrients. Each enzyme is like a key that only works with a specific type 
of food, helping digestion in a very clever way. We also found out that 
the stomach moves the food around using a motion called peristalsis ð 
squeezing and relaxing to mix and push food along. 

From there, the food moved into the 'intestines,' which we recreated                
using a pair of tights. As we squeezed the mixture through, we saw liq-

uid coming out through the tiny holes in the 
tightsð just like nutrients being absorbed into 
the body through the walls of the intestines. 

Finally, the leftover waste made its way to the lower colon and rectum. We 
showed this part of the process by cutting the end of the tights to release the 
remaining waste. What a fun (and messy) way to see how our digestive                   
system works and how each part plays an important role in keeping us 
healthy. 

Paddington Adventures Take Over Year 1! 

This term in Year 1, weõve had so much fun exploring the wonderful world of Paddington Bear and all 
the sticky situations he gets himself into! 

We began by immersing ourselves in Paddingtonõs story ñ 
starting with the exciting discovery of what was inside his               
suitcaseé including a very sticky marmalade sandwich! To 
bring the story to life, we transformed our classrooms into a 
train station, imagining the sights, sounds, and feelings Pad-
dington must have experienced as he arrived in London for 
the very first time. 
Working collaboratively in groups, we wrote some fantastic 
sentences, packed with amazing adjectives, superb similes, and 
even our very own speech bubbles. After carefully planning 

and editing our ideas, we proudly published our very own Paddington books ð each one a unique                   
celebration of creativity and imagination. 
The children have worked so hard and should be incredibly proud of their storytelling adventures with 
Paddington!
