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Time Flies When You Are Having Fun! 
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As another year comes to an end, the children have been showing us how much they have learnt in 
Mathematics and it is astounding. Over the year, we have continued to push towards focusing on the 
method at Grove Park rather than the answer and the children have continued to embrace the need to 
explain their thinking and what they are doing during the lessons. Despite the less than favourable 
weather, many classes have also managed get outside!  
 
Up in KS2, Year 6 have been applying all the skills they have 
accumulated across their many years at Grove Park, continuing 
to practise and hone these skills so that they arenõt rusty when 
they arrive at Secondary School. Meanwhile, Year 5 have got 
outside on numerous occasions. They have been investigating 
decimals and negative numbers by using number lines and have 
built on their knowledge of multiplying and dividing to convert 

measurements.  They have also         
applied their understanding of data by completing a traffic study (in                  
Geography no less!), really showing how applicable Maths is to             
understanding the world in which we live.  
 
In Year 4, this application was clearly seen in learning about coordinates 
where the children played the old classic of ôbattleshipsõ to show off their 
knowledge.  Coordinates not being enough, they also used grids to show 
how objects can be translated and how you might draw 2D shapes. Also 
looking at shapes, Year 3 utilised the playground, once again, as our large 
chalkboard, showing their great understanding of 2D shape through                   

drawing their own houses!  They also made good use of the limited great weather to find angles when 
exploring in the school grounds (using a handy pac-man to support them 
in finding their right-angles).  
 
Elsewhere in KS1, Year 2 have also been looking at shape, using their 
knowledge of turning anticlockwise and clockwise through to different 
turns to create a pattern - with the playground once again coming in 
handy! Our statistics knowledge at Grove Park begins early with Year 2 

as the children asked their peers what their 
favourite fruit was before completing a                
pictograms to show the data! In Year 1, the 
children have been applying their knowledge 
of place value to partition numbers into tens and ones. As well as this, they 
have been looking at repetitive patterns (investigating whether they were               
colour, shape or both) which only strengthens 
and builds on the fantastic knowledge they 
gained in Reception where the children have also 
been looking at continuing patterns.     
 
Weõre not sure what all of the children will learn 
come September given what a brilliant bunch of 

Mathematicians we have here at Grove Park, but we look forward to seeing 
what else they can master! 

Marvellous Maths Mastery! 
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Dino Adventures 

Our adventure began with an introduction to various types of dinosaurs, including the fierce                       
Tyrannosaurus Rex, the majestic Triceratops and the towering                    
Diplodocus. The children enjoyed learning about the unique features 
and characteristics of each dinosaur and what life was like during that 
time. We had the opportunity to meet and stroke our very special 
guests, apart from the T-Rex as he had a sharp bite! Inspired by the 
work of Mary Anning we became palaeontologists and went hunting 

for fossils. Using paintbrushes, we carefully 
brushed away the sand to discover clues from 
the ancient world, including dinosaur skulls, 
claws and fish. Our job was to identify the                    
fossils that had been divided into their food groups (carnivores, herbivores and 
omnivores) using the research books. We were amazed at how huge some of the 
dinosaursõ footprints are and we discussed how big we thought the dinosaur could 
have been. For footprints to become a fossil, we learnt that the conditions of the 
ground must be just right. Miss Pickering and Mrs K were so proud of how both 
classes turned themselves into true palaeontologist and worked together to solve 
the mystery of the fossils they uncovered.   

 

 

Year 1  

What an amazing adventure we had on our trip the Thames! On Friday 7th June, 
Year 2 headed to the Thames Explorer Trust for a day full of exploration. We 
strolled from Grove Park, packed lunches in hand, to Chiswick Pier, enjoying the 
sunny weather! The water was surprisingly clear and we spotted boats, birds and 
rowers. The riverõs scent was a mix of fresh water and seaweed, and we caught the 
sounds of waves lapping against the shore. We even discovered that Chiswick was 
once known as Cheesewick due to its cheese shipments- how interesting! 

Later on, wellies in tow, we walked down to the foreshore to take on some river 
dipping. Each of us had a net to investigate the rock pools created by the river. 
Being the careful and curious scientists we are, we made some incredible                    
observations. We discovered a variety of fascinating creatures such as tiny shrimp, 
slippery flounder fish and even some slimy leeches. After observing them, we made 
sure we returned our findings to their rightful home in the river. 

After a morning of exploring, we sat by the river, savouring our tasty lunch and discussing all the                  
incredible things we had encountered. Then we spent the afternoon conducting investigations on the pier. 
We measured the waterõs temperature and checked its PH level, learning how we can look after our               

River. We discovered the River wasnõt as dirty as predicted, no wonder nature 
thrives in our Thames and we found so many creatures! 

Finally, we ventured indoors and saw a large floor map of the River Thames. 
We examined the evolution of the Thames over time, from the Roman Era to the          
present day. We were given cards showing different human and physical                
features of geography. As enthusiastic geographers we placed these pieces onto 
our floor map to give us a realistic vision of how the Thames has evolved. We 
thought about how the river has influenced the city and lives of its residents, it 
was truly amazing! As the day came to a close, we were tired yet made our 
way back to school with a plethora of new exciting stories to share! 

Year 2 Delve Into The Timeline of The Thames! 
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In Reception the children have delighted teachers by using their phonics skills to 
read instructions and books in their play. From reading menus during pretend 
restaurant play to following instructions for building blocks, these budding 
readers are gaining confidence in their literary 
abilities.  
In Year 2 the focus has been on exploring and                 
creating characters. Inspired by the diverse                     
personalities they encounter in their reading, these 
students have invented their own unique                    
characters. This project has sparked their                    
imaginations and allowed them to express their 
creativity through writing and art. Meanwhile, 
Year 1 have taken a deep dive into the classic        

story of the òThe Giant Turnipó. Through engaging activities, they have 
brought the tale to life, creating freeze frames that depict key scenes. This 
has fostered excellent teamwork and imagination! 
This half term, in KS2, Year 3 have embarked on an exciting               
journey into the world of plays and playwriting. Inspired by                  

characters from familiar                   
stories, the children have been 
exploring different plays and 
have even written their own 
playscripts. Year 4 have also 
shown brilliant creativity as 
they studied Varjak Paw. The 
children have explored their understanding of the characters and 
story through drama by creating freeze frames. Meanwhile, Year 5 
have been channelling their creativity and writing skills into crafting 
their very own Mr Men books. Inspired by the beloved series by 
Roger Hargreaves, the children have been busy inventing new                  
characters, adding engaging speech to their writing. Our Year 5 
students are eagerly looking forward to reading their completed 
books to the Reception children! Our Year 6 students have
